The amble land faces different types of degradation coupled
with highly fragmented, scattered, small land holdings denying any meaningful
economical mechanization. Assured food distribution and economic activities enabling
everyone 1o acquire adequate food and nutrition is needed 10 ensure that no one goes
without food. Increased efforts are also needed to ensure processing and value addition
locally in rural areas for income and employment generation.
